Additionally, the wording “presenting live speaking engagements to educate the general public about individuals with chronic illnesses, injuries
and pain” is indefinite because the applicant has failed to provide the field of the services.

Therefore, the applicant must provide the field of its presentation
of live speaking engagements.

“and like services,” “systems,” “products,” “concepts,” or “not limited to,” such wording must be followed by “namely,” and a list of the

specific services identified by their common commercial or generic names. SeETMEP §§1402.01, 1402.03(a).

The identification of goods or services should be clear, accurate and as concise as possible. See Procter & Gamble Co. v. Economics
Laboratory, Inc., 175 USPQ 505 (TTAB 1972); In re Cardinal Laboratories, Inc., 149 USPQ 709 (TTAB 1966); California Spray-Chemical Corp.
v. Osmose Wood Preserving Co. of America, Inc., 102 USPQ 321 (Comm'r Pats. 1954); Ex parte A.C. Gilbert Co., 99 USPQ 344 (Comm'r Pats.
1953). Furthermore, the identification of goods and services must be specific and definite. In re Societe Generale des Eaux Minerales de
Vittel S.A., 1 USPQ2d 1296 (TTAB 1986), rev'd on other grounds, 824 F.2d 957, 3 USPQ2d 1450 (Fed. Cir. 1987).

The examining attorney may make any requirements necessary to ensure that the identification is clear and accurate and conforms to the
requirements of the statute and rules. When an applicant has submitted an indefinite identification of goods or services, it is Office practice to
suggest an acceptable identification. However, it is the applicant's duty and prerogative to identify the goods and services. TMEP Section
1402.01(d).

Although identifications of services may be amended to clarify or limit the services, adding to or broadening the scope of the services is not
permitted.

The Office can require an applicant to disclaim an unregistrable part of a mark consisting of particular wording, symbols, numbers, design
elements or combinations thereof. 15 U.S.C. §1056(a). Under Trademark Act Section 2(e), the Office can refuse registration of an entire mark if
